Honeybees communicate the location of
food through their famous waggle dance, inspiring routing methods that rapidly identify the best
communication paths. Similarly, the coordinated movement of bird flocks shows how large groups
can move efficiently without a central leader, helping engineers design better traffic management
strategies for wireless networks.

These bio-inspired techniques make MANETSs more reliable, energy-efficient, and resilient. They
quickly recover from broken links, reduce communication delays, and improve overall network
performance. Such capabilities are essential for applications such as drone swarms, autonomous
vehicles, disaster response, and environmental monitoring, where uninterrupted communication
can make a significant difference.
